A Jew Grows 1n Lynn

To the Editor:

In a city with a small
Jewish community, how
does a young person blend
in with his or her peers
without losing one’s
Jewish identity@E

This is a problem I find
myself facing, suddenly, as
a sophomore in a public
school after years at a
Hebrew day school. This is
not an uncommon
problem, as I have found
in talking to friends from
private and public schools.

When the topic of Israel
comes up and you're the
only one who knows much
about the issues; when the
issue of freedom of speech,
regarding a Nazi, comes
up and you find yourself
speechless, thinking about
what you know of the
Holocaust, or you use a

Yiddish word and no one
understands or when your
friends ask what C(;D
class you're in, you realize
you're different in a special
way.

Like many, I've found
an answer in USY and
other Jewish youth groups.
Another part of the answer
is explaining your
background and beliefs to
your non-Jewish friends as
well as being willing to
learn about theirs. Build
on what you have in com-
mon as schoolmates,
teenagers and Americans
— but never lose the
special part of you that can
only be shared with other
young Jews.
